
 

 
 
 

 

 

 

 

 

Once again, throughout the last month, God has inspired our work, enthusing and 
empowering us, working through everything we’ve been involved in. We’ve engaged 
with school pupils, teachers, church leaders and friends, and been greatly 
encouraged by the evidence of God’s handiwork in all we do!  
I’ve spoken at Stanley Park Fellowship, which is a small but wonderful community 
of believers who support SSW with a faithful passion, and met 2 church leaders to 
talk through how we can engage more effectively with members.  
Our CUs have continued to see committed Christians gathering together, being 
joined by others who are seeking answers. I’ve been enormously encouraged to meet 
one year 11 boy who told me last year he had started to read the Bible, and is 
now attending his local church with a friend.   
I’ve started to deliver a series of workshops at Oaks Park to \Year 7 children, talking 
about self image and the pressures applied through social media, and will 
be completing this in the following weeks, with the same applied at Cheam High.  
A significant part of the month has been given over to preparation for Easter 
Experience. This will be our biggest ever, with now 32 schools attending across the 5 
venues. A big thank you to all cast members, who give up so much of their time to tell 



 

this wonderful, true, story, and to the 5 church venues who give up their premises for 
the week. Our public performance this year was at St Peter’s, and we were overjoyed 
to have around 100 people turn up to participate and enjoy, and join us in prayer.  
March will see even more activity in secondary schools, with me delivering a 
workshop to year 7 at Sutton Grammar on the subject of Abraham, finishing my 
series at Oaks Park and Cheam High, participating in Easter Experience, and of 
course, supporting our CUs around the borough.  
And very soon we will be launching a major fundraising campaign. Called the ‘Giving 
of the 5000’, we would like to ask every believer in the borough to donate at least £1 a 
month to enable us to continue to function, and to employ a new schools 
worker! We’re currently working on a video to support this launch, so please look out 
for this when it goes live....  
Finally, a big thank you to those who wished me a happy 60th birthday this last 
month. It’s an absolute privilege to still be able to do this role, despite my advancing 
years! I’m enormously grateful to all of you who make my job so much easier, and 
to God for constantly renewing my energy....

The 
children were asking questions that even 'mature' and grown-up Christians would 
ask and there was no stopping the sea of hands going up asking question after 
question and digging deeper and deeper into the core of what the Christian faith is all 
about. God is so patient with us, even when we underestimate Him time and time 
again! We are called to have a child-like faith (Matthew 18:3) and God has been 
reminding me that OF COURSE He is in this and that we should all strive to have the 
curiosity these children had to find out more and dig deeper. God is SO good!
