The first 3 months of activity of 2026 have been as busy as any we’ve known. Not only have we continued our regular engagements of CUs, lunchtime primary club, RE days and assemblies, we have delivered our largest ever Easter Experience! We’ve had the promise of yet another new CU materialise, given out even more New Testaments (950 in total), and spoken both at church gatherings, and with new leaders.  
SSW can rightly be regarded as a loud voice within the schools of Sutton, proclaiming the truth of the risen Jesus with passion, clarity and integrity, and we are a welcome addition and presence in dozens of schools. 
The name of Jesus is being spoken loudly and clearly in the hearing of thousands of children and young people on a regular basis, and as a result we are having encounters with those who have heard and are responding. From the question time at Easter Experience to the teacher who approaches a member at the end of a workshop to ask about faith, we have the joy of being part of the process of a heart being turned towards our loving Lord.  
We are supported in prayer by hundreds of faithful believers across the borough, and are talked about around the country by those who hear of the work we are able to do. Committed volunteers join us in our work on a daily basis, enabling us to reach even more people with the Good News of the empty tomb. 
What a privilege! 
And yet, we face some difficult times ahead if we do not face up to a quite challenging fact – we do not receive enough money in donations to sustain our current activity.  Despite reducing our staff numbers by 1 in the last year, we are likely to have to consider further reduction if current levels of giving remain the same. 
Our organisation is sustained by prayer, volunteers, and by financial support. It is right that by far the majority of this funding should come directly from the faithful, and we need to find ways of encouraging more believers to see the incredible value of this work. 
Therefore, after Easter we will be launching our ‘Giving of the 5000’ appeal. This will be accompanied by a video, and supporting literature, and will be designed in such a way that anyone can take part, no matter how much or little they feel they can contribute.  
Please, could you support this appeal? Its ‘success’ will depend on the support given to it by our church leaders, so I would humbly ask that you encourage your own leadership to consider doing so. Making the work of SSW known to as many of the christians of Sutton as possible will, we are sure, enable even more to see its significance and importance, and will result in many responding to the request to give. Every minute spent in a school gives another series of opportunities to talk about Jesus, and we know from all the encounters we are having that these moments matter.
